We began to pray and prepare for what we thought would be a dev-
astating storm.  
 
We witnessed the protection of the Lord and the prayers of His saints because just before cyclone 
Tomas reached our island, it changed directions and began heading away from us. We only had a 
minimal amount of rain.  Thank you for your fervent prayers.  We were saddened that several of

What a joy to share with you that he was baptized this 
past Sunday!  Though he has been a great help to us, he has had no formal experience in teaching 
or tutoring.  Please pray that we will be able to find someone who has experience in this area.
